Å Coveringðmake sure it is tight, not torn, 

and does not have any small holes 

Å Servosðmake sure it is not binding or 

loose 

Å Batteriesðmake sure they are cycled and 

charged with no damages or leaks  

Å Flight boxðmake sure you have all neces-

sary tools and spare items (this year, how 

about putting some Band-Aids in your flight 

box) 

Å Attitudeðmake sure you keep it good

What Really Happened?

The first thing you have to do in your investigation is 

determine if it was you or not. You donôt have to tell me 

or anyone else the truth but if you want to stop the next 

crash, be honest with yourself about this one. You can 

tell me you donôt know what happened when you know you pulled when you should have pushed.  
I may know the truth but I am not the one who has to stop your next crashðyou are! So if you are the culprit, relive the inci-

dent and determine what exactly was going on and what you did to get into trouble or to make trouble worse. Once you fig-

ure out what you did, get on a simulator and try to recreate the same scenario and do it until you survive repeatedly. If you 

donôt have a simulator, find a friend with one or go to the field and get to a safe altitude then go higher before you try to rec-

reate.  

 
Now if you have been honest and it really wasnôt you, then gather all of the pieces you can and see what or who the real cul-

prit is. You will want to inspect glue joints, wires, and connectors, switches, batteries, receivers etc.  
If you can put it all together at the field and try it, other people will help you troubleshoot and think through it and it will  be 

fresh on your mind. Careful, it might be too fresh (that is why I donôt wear a neck strap with my radio. When I get mad I 

canôt throw it as far ... LOL).  

 
The last crash I helped investigate was a result of a previous crash that had not been completely repaired. In flight, the wing 

suffered a failure at an old fracture that had not been noticed or repaired. If anything was observed departing the aircraft be-

fore the crash, try to figure out what it was and locate it if you can. It may well be the cause and it would be good to inspect 

it to discover the reason for its failure.  

 
Stay on the case until you know what happened or you just canôt explain it. If you figure out what caused it, your number of 

covered items may go above my 750. If you share the information, everyoneôs number of covered items will improve.
