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Safety in the Workshop

It's winter and the building season is in full swing. Astve
focus on flight safety during the flying season, we should nqt
forget about shop safety during the building season. Below
some general tips:

Keep it Clean
Many injuries result from poor housekeeping in the shop. Tiips,
slips, and falls account for the bulk of these mishaps.

Scrap material and wrappings, loose parts, scattered tabls §
equipment, or oil spills can cause injury. Debris shouldgviept
up and disposed of. Parts should be kept on work benchais.
should be placed where they cannot fall and cause damags
injury. Oil spills should be covered with absorbent matemd
cleaned up.
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Lighting, Heating, and Ventilation
Enough windows and overhead lights are required for a gog
level of overall illumination. Additional lighting should be
available over benches and stationary tools.

d

When supplemental heating is required for winter workshop
operations, the heating unit should be located to provide an
guate, even distribution of heat; but should not cause hdire
ard.

Adequate systems are needed to vent smoke, fumes and e
gases. Open windows and doors may provide enough venti
in the summer. Special systems may be needed to remove e
haust fumes and other gases during the cold-weather month.
