Being Safe Means Learning from Others' Mistakes
Part |

Merriam Webster’s Dictionary defines safety‘déee condition of being safe from undergoing or causing ha, injury, or loss.”
When | look at modeling safety from this point of viewséems clear to me that we all have a responsilmlitiytto provide a state
of being—condition—that would prevent ourselves and othens Being hurt, injured, or killed. In addition, we shoaldendeavor
to eliminate the loss of equipment and property damage.

What does this mean? | think it means that just becaeszan do something, doesn’t mean we should.

How many times have you thought or said or heard thewoll:

“I’'m only going to start the engine once. I'm not goilegset up the plane restraint.”

“Pull tests are silly. I've never had a line fail.”

“This propeller should be good for one more flight.”

“This battery should be okay. I'm going to make it a sfight.”

Do the actions associated with these statementsdehlidblish a condition that would prevent hurt, injonioss? | think not. Whd
would say these things? | must admit that I've said a cafgleem, and I'm reasonably sure that you have too.

Someone once said, “There are old pilots, and #reréold pilots, but not many old, bold pilots.” Simplgtet, pilots whose ac-
tions repeatedly establish unsafe conditions are iikalg to have some sort of mishap.

Unsafe conditions don’t only exist while airborne eithTake a look around your flying site. I'd be willibgbet that you can find g
number of things that could be done better.

Food Safety Precautions at the Flying Field

McAndrew said that what sometimes happens at a barbeqieethite people get their hamburger m
ready for the grill on a board or plate. "It may be thly dat surface around for food preparation. TH
they suddenly remember they need to slice tomatoes arskaobieget the lettuce ready. Doing that g
the same surface can lead to contamination and possitbgdbrne illness," he said. McAndrew of
fered several other preparation suggestions:

Completely thaw meat and poultry before grilling so itksoevenly.
Use the refrigerator for slow, safe thawing.
Microwave defrost only if the food will be placed on thi#l gnmediately.

Marinating
Always marinate food in the refrigerator, not on the coutftsome of the marinade is to be used as a sauce @otked food, reserve a porti
separately before adding the raw meat, poultry, or sealfmmt reuse marinade.

Pre-cooking
If you partially cook food in the microwave, oven, or €dw reduce grilling time, do so only immediately befitre food goes on the grill.

When it's time to cook the food, be sure to cook it thoroudhbAndrew said. "A meat thermometer gives accuraterintéemperatures. Beef
veal and lamb steaks, and roasts should be cooked to 145%ngoground beef to 155° F. Poultry should reach 165° F."

But if the meat thermometer did not get to the picnealiong with the can opener, McAndrew advises lookingifprs that the food is done.
"Cut into the food to check; don't guess. Juices shouldlean ¢damburgers should be medium well to well done and brnothreimiddle. Poul-
try should have no pink to it."

Again, don't put the cooked food back on the plates or panisetdathe raw meat or poultry. Serve the food right awagdFshould not sit out
for more than an hour, McAndrew said, and probably not inare 30 minutes in hot weather. Leftovers that have bié¢he grill for less than
an hour can be taken home safely in a cooler filled ie&hDrain water from the ice chest regularly.

Home-prepared foods containing raw eggs such as ice aregyannaise, and cookie dough may carry a salmonella riskpbuhercially-
prepared products do not. Store-purchased products contain pasteggs—eggs heated sufficiently to kill bacteria—and smmtin an
acidifying agent that kills bacteria. For homemade foodssider substituting pasteurized eggs, which are usuallysiiderated or frozen in
cartons at the grocery store, in place of raw eggs.

"Even in outdoor settings, people need to wash their hdteiswhen they are preparing food,” McAndrew said. "Thislmmas simple as hav-
ing available a water jug, some soap, and paper towels."

Symptoms of food-borne ilinesses can range from a mgdtigiomach to cramps, vomiting, diarrhea, chilléeer. "Food-borne illnesses arg
greatly under-reported, McAndrew said. "In many cases, pe@ite day or two, get better and never phone a doctasibaclinic.”
