Working With Carbon Fiber or Fiberglass

You may have noticed that your tools do not last vemg lo
when sanding or filing carbon fiber or fiberglass. Etrenbest
hardened tools will loose their edges when working vii#sé
materials. One trick | have found is to use a metabtfutit in
my high-speed motor tool, but instead of using it ghhi
speeds, | use it at low speed. | do not want to meletsia as
it will just wreck the bit. High-speed tools are gristmany
tasks, but when it comes to carbon fiber or fiberglagefer
to use these tools in the slowest setting possible.

Carbon fiber and fiberglass are great lightweight produsssl
throughout our hobby. Sometime we may not even realize]
we are working with these products since many airplares
made of balsa and have a shrink-like covering, such a®M
Kote or UltraKote.

Many of the airplane’s motor mounts are made of
plastic material which in many cases is carbon fiGarbon
fiber and fiberglass can be deadly if inhaled. These mksteri
can not be dissolved by the body and will remain in your
lungs. The body will try to rid itself of this foreignaterial
and can cause respiratory problems and possible death.
When drilling, filing, or sanding anything that looksthsugh
it is made of plastic, carbon fiber, or fiberglasss ilways
best to wear a good mask that will filter out the \@mall
particles you will be producing. The best mask you can bu
and one that uses a carbon filter and has a good, tighttfi
one you should use.

You should also wear some sort of eye protection
because removing fiberglass dust or particles from gyes
will not be a pleasant or easy task.

For November’s Shop Talk
we’re paying a visit via the
internet with our Canadian
friend Garnet Burke.

My shop is the back
room in the house. Far
too small but................
| got the flying bug in
1998 while visiting my
daughter in Saskatoon. | looked up a cousin Jim Smith Jr. | had not seen in 15
years and he picked me to on Saturday morning and we went to the weekly
breakfast gathering of Hub City flyers. After the breakfast we were off to the
hobby shop. Fortunately | was going to be in Saskatoon for a month and the
place | was staying was just 2 blocks from Hobby World. | bought a Kadet LT40
that was suggested as the trainer of the day and they set me up with a JR radio
and field box.
